The design and construction of the base is made to only work with a mattress on 
top, do not sleep on the base without a mattress.

Every 3 months re-tighten the bolts to make sure they have not worked loose.

Make sure all 4 feet are in contact with the floor, if not use the adjustment on 
the feet to make it happen.

If for any reason you want to move the product to a different location the bed 
MUST be fully dismantled first to prevent damage.
