CARE & MAINTENANCE:

Periodically check all screws & flxings to ensure they are secure.
DO NOT push the bed frame as this will damage the legs.
Always lift the bed with two people to reposttion.

Step 2: Join together the lef t  s ide rai l  (5) and r ight s ide rai l  (6) wi th
hardware pafts A and B.
DO NOT use any power tools as this may damage the frame and wi l l

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Step 3: Attach the headboard frame (1) and footboard (4) using hardware paft E.

DO NOT use any power tools as this may damage the frame and wil l  invalidate any claim.

Step 4: Attach hardware part C using hardware parts F,
DO NOT use any power tools as this may damage the frame and wil l  invalidate any claim.
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Step 5: Attach the hydraulic pumps (14) to the left hydraulic base support (12) and right hydraulic base
support (13) then fix the base supports to the side rails using hardware part G as shown in Fig 5.2 - do not
fully tighten yet. Insert the remainder of hardware part c and fully tighten all bolts.
DO NOT use any power tools as this may damage the frame and will invalidate any claim.

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Step 1O: Adjust the bed base making sure that the distance to the footboard is approximately
Tighten all bolts and screws now.
DO NOT use any power tools as this may damage the frame and wi l l  , inval tdate any claim.
