In the event of a spill or stain, use specialist upholstery cleaner or cleaning
services.

Avoid contact with sharp objects such as buckles, toys and jewellery as these
can easily snag, tear and/or pull the fabric.

SUNLIGHT AND HEAT DAMAGE

Avoid contact with direct sunlight. If needed, move items or change their
position to avoid the same area being exposed to repeated sunlight/heat.
Do not place your sofa close to fire places and/or radiators.

Hot objects such as mugs/plates can permanently mark the fabric and wood,
avoid placing these on the sofa.
